Cub Scouts always do their best,

• participating in varied and 

progressive activities; 
• making choices for themselves; 
• taking responsibility for their own 

actions; 
• working in groups; 
• taking increasing responsibility for 

others; 
• taking part in activities outdoors; 
• sharing in prayer and worship;
